guarters — along with some
50,000 high paid jobs and all
of the resulting impact on the
economy that comes with the
package.

According to Amazon’'s web
site, the company received 238
proposals from cities and re-
gions in 54 states, provinces,
districts and territories across
North America.

Officials at the news confer-
ence, held four days before
the deadline for submitting the
proposal to the world's largest
on-line retailer, cited Amazon’s
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Cal Poaly, Fairplex enter bidding to build new $5 b|II|on Amazon headquarters in Pomona

interest in investing $5 billion
to build an eight million square
foot facility constructed on a
minimum 100-acre site.

In Pomona, the facility could
be constructed on land avail-
able at Fairplex and, across
town, at the old Lanterman De-
velopmental Center.

LosAngeles County Supervi-
sor Hilda Solis called the pro-
posal “a dream come true for
many of us.”

“This is a dream that many
of us have had for many, many
years, making sure that we put
the focus on the Pomona Val-
ley because there is arich, rich
and diverse treasure, human re-
sources, right here,” Solis said.

“Amazon needs to pay at-
tention because there's a lot
of cities that transverse in this
particular area and many of
those locations have a wealth

Members of the Pomona City
Council later that night unani-
mously approved a resolution
authorizing Pomona's partici-
pation in the joint submittal of
the proposal to Amazon.

The vote came following

Want to get motivated?

Just go over to IPaly, the In-
ternational  Polytechnic High
School on the campus of Cal
Poly University Pomona, and
talk to the students.

And that's pretty much what
La Nueva Voz did last month
as seven student speakers and
three guest speakers presented
“Student Voices, Future Choices
— an evening of student empow-
erment from the minds of schol-
ars themselves,” all with an eye
toward the future and what it
holds.

The entire program was pre-
sented as an independently or-
ganized TED (technology, en-
tertainment and design) event.
TED is a non-profit devoted to
spreading ideas, usualy in the
form of short, powerful talks on
topics ranging from science to
business to global issues.

At |Poly, the entire program
was videotaped by a student
team working in a four-camera
video “shoot” and the final prod-
uct was being readied to submit
to TED for consideration for in-
clusion on their web site's talk
channel.

Take, for example, the first
speaker, Malcolm Canidate, a
senior who isan avid lyricist and
poet who draws his inspiration
from current events or personal
ordeals.

Histopic was “failure as a part
of success.”

“Without failure, how will

you know how to get better,”
he asked the audience in the
school’s multi-purpose room.

Canidate cited the well-used
statistic on success through fail-
ure that basketball great Michael
Jordan missed more than 9,000
shots and lost almost 300 games.

“You cannot be number one all
the time,” Canidate said, adding
that the mistakes we make are
enabling us to move on to the
next level.

“The mistakes we make are
stepping stones that we should
be using to move us to the next
level and they should be guid-
ing points to get us to that next
level,” he said. “Thekey to suc-
cess is defeat — you have to un-
derstand that you have to fail in
order to succeed.”

Canidate set the tone for the
evening's program, which was
moderated by master of ceremo-
nies Bryan West, |Poly’s dean of
college admissions and advisor
to the school’s Future Business
Leaders of Americaclub.

“What we' re trying to accom-
plish . . . is trying to get them
authentic experiences that not
only get them off campus but
get them working with adults
and get them doing and having
experiences that they’re going to
take these skills and these quali-
ties with them as they move on
to both college and career,” West
said.

And even the students in-
volved in producing the event

— generally sophomores and ju-
niors — are getting involved in
higher level activities that West
said adds to the educationa
value of what they are getting at
[Poly.

West said even the nomina
price of admission to the pro-
gram helps overcome the need to
ask parents to pay for member-
ship and conference expenses of
the business club.

He said TED over the past 15
years has been focusing on mak-
ing an impact between schools
and adults.

IPoly Principal Ginger Mer-
ritt-Paul agreed.

“l think (the program) offers
our students an opportunity to
provide leadership to other stu-
dents but also to see themselves
in a different light, not just as a
student but asaleader,” she said.

Torres said
she supported the proposal on
the Cal Poly campus and even
said her Senate Bill 944 which
became law during her time
in the California State Senate
called for the Lanterman prop-
erty to be used for just such a
purpose — to create employment
opportunities for the Inland
Empire and the region.

Marc Hanson, district direc-
tor for Torres, explained that
Torres did not include Fairplex
in her recommendation because
she still has concerns regard-
ing the handling by Fairplex of
issues in its surrounding areas
such as traffic problems and
noise from existing Fairplex
activities.

“Today marks a new begin-
ning for our community,” Fair-
plex President and CEO Miguel
Santana said at the morning
news conference. “We are
here with an audacious group
of community leaders who are
saying it's about time that Po-
mona is considered for some-
thing as big as this.”

“Fairplex and Ca Poly Po-
mona decided that while each
one of us can submit competi-
tive bids on our own, it makes
a lot more sense to benefit our
community if we did it togeth-
er,” Santana added.

Cal Poly Pomona President
Dr. Soraya Coley called the col-
laborative proposal to Amazon
“a unique opportunity to tap
into the enormous potential of
this region where innovation
and creativity and opportunity
abound.”

“Ca Poly Pomona is pre-
pared to work with Amazon to
create an Amazon institute for
research and innovation that
would enable students, faculty
and Amazon employees to col-
laborate on a wide range of

research projects,” Coley said.
“In addition, Amazon would
have access to university re-
search facilities, cultural events
and other elements of campus
life.”

“If Amazon wants to get up
and running quickly, Innova-
tion Village is the place as we
have an array of longer range
optionsto consider as a partner-
ship campus,” she added.

Coley said colleges and uni-
versities within a 50-mile ra-
dius last year awarded 200,000
degrees, adding that Pomona
has more institutions of edu-
cation in a 30-mile radius than
does Boston which, she pointed
out, is often called America’s
college town.

“We’re confident that our
combined talents, our knowl-
edge and our resources, as well
asour local, national and global
partnerships, can exceed Ama-
zon's requirements for its sec-
ond headquarters,” Coley said.

Mayor Tim Sandoval,
Sen. Connie Leyva,
Assemblymember Freddie
Rodriguez

Pomona Mayor Tim Sando-
val, who grew up in Pomona,
said the city “has been a wel-
coming place for an incredibly
diverse population,” many of
them immigrants, whose chil-
dren today are going through
the school system, “staying lo-
cal” and going on to top colleg-

es and universities both locally
and across the country.

“We must do everything we
possibly can to ensure that we
create the opportunities for
them to remain and to also
come back to Pomona and to
participate in what we call this
global economy,” he said.

Sandoval added that Pomona
has all the necessary elements
required by Amazon, “but |
also believe we have the lead-
ership to ensure that Amazon
makes an incredibly successful
transition to Pomona and to the
region of Los Angeles.”

State Sen. Connie Leyva
called the opportunity “amaz-
ing,” adding that while Pomona
offers all of the requirements
specified by Amazon, “we have
the people, we have the young
people and the young minds at
Cal Poly Pomona, but we also
have people in the City of Po-
mona, in this region, in the
Inland Empire, who have an
outstanding work ethic, people
who give their heart and soul to
what they do every day.”

“So what | would say to
Amazon, you could not pick a
better place, because we have
the people power for you,” she
said.

Assemblymember  Freddie
Rodriguez pointed out that the
gathering of business and edu-
cation leaders present at the
event shows “that Pomona is

open and ready for business.”
He compared the proposal to
the old General Dynamics oper-
ation in Pomona at atime when
“either you worked at General
Dynamics or you knew some-
body who worked at General

Dynamics.”
Rodriguez said Pomona has
the necessary components

available for Amazon.

“Amazon, we are ready and
we are primed to be the right
fit for your campus, we have
the policies, we have a plan,
but most importantly, we have
a strong and dedicated work
force, a work force that will
help support families and
dreams right here in Pomona
and the Inland Empire,” he
added.

La Verne Mayor Don Kend-
rick said his city is “very much
behind and supports economic
development, especially Ama-
zon, coming in.”

And Claremont Mayor Larry
Schroeder said his city supports
the project as well.

“We need the jobs,” he said.
“As| told Mayor Sandoval, you
bring thejobs, we'll house those
people, entertain those people,
we'll feed those people.”

Santana, serving as master of
ceremonies, said that regardless
of the outcome of this process,
“we are convinced that this is
just the beginning for the kind
of economic development that

this community deserves.”

He said the proposal was de-
veloped in only a six-week pe-
riod.

Cal Poly, Fairplex
proposal offers combined
400 acres for project

Cal Poly has available more
than 300 acres nearby at the
now-vacant Lanterman Devel-
opmental Center, now known
as Cal Poly’s “ Campus South.”

Another 100 acres are avail-
able on the Fairplex campus on
the other side of Pomona.

“Building a quality project
in an area that has not had de-
velopment for decades, like
we did at Innovation Village at
Cal Poly, provides new revenue
streams for the city’s general
fund as well as economic de-
velopment for the region,” said
Sandra Vaughan-Acton, Direc-
tor of Real Estate Develop-
ment for the Cal Poly Pomona
Foundation and Board Chair of
the Pomona Chamber of Com-
merce, responding by e-mail to
LaNuevaVoz.

“Bringing the Amazon HQ2
(headquarters two) to this city
will provide all of this and
more,” she said. “As Chair
of the Chamber, | am excited
about the opportunities this can
bring to Pomona. These are ex-
citing times.”

To put the Amazon proposal
in perspective, Innovation Vil-
lage, designed as a 65-acre
research park with access to
intellectual capital at Cal Poly
Pomona, currently houses about
2,100 employees of Southern
California Edison, the Ameri-
can Red Cross and others. At
full building out, that number
could increase to 3,500, ac-
cording to an economic benefits
analysis last year by Stanley
Hoffman Associates and pre-
pared for the Cal Poly Pomona
Foundation, which is responsi-
ble for developing and manag-
ing the project.

Economic output of the Inno-
vation Village project today is
estimated at $731 million and
anticipated to be $1.2 billion at
full build out.

It generates a net annual re-
curring surplus to the City of
Pomona’s general fund of about

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High school studentsvisit adult school on ‘National Manufacturing Day’

“National Manufacturing
Day” was observed this month
at Pomona Unified’s Adult and
Career Education Center by hav-
ing, well, manufacturers comein
to talk to aroomful of two dozen
visiting high school students.

“My friend who owns Mc-
Donalds in Yucaipa has 70 peo-
ple working for him — the pay-
roll isin the millions of dollars,”
said Dr. Bill Clarke, president of
Technical Employment Train-
ing, Inc., in San Bernardino.

Clarke said his friend asked
him what a robot costs and he
told him he could put one in
for $39,000 and it can “flip the
burger.”

Or he could put five in for
$170,000 and save him millions
in payroll.

And that’s pretty much how
the presentation went — “real
world” people taking about

“real world” solutions to busi-
ness issues — and the students
from Pomona's Fremont Acad-
emy of Engineering and Design

and Garey High School were in-
terested.

Clarke, who told the students
he taught school for 35 years,
said he retired from that to build
his own school.

“We engineer parts, we make
parts for companies across the
United States, the students that
are in my training program are
working on things like robot
parts, SpaceX parts, NASA parts
and learning, and certifying after
full time for six months and go-
ing into the work place because
they’ re going to be the new engi-
neers,” he said.

Clarke said he earned a Ph.D.

degree but “if | had to do it over
wouldn’t have done it” because
of today’s demand for manufac-
turing skills.

And, hetold LaNuevaVoz af-
ter the presentation, those robots
flipping burgers are happening in
the next decade which is going
to be more high tech.

“It's going to be such high
technology that every student
graduating is going to have to
have a technical skill in a de-

Funeral services set for former Pomona resident Gar Byrum

Funeral services will be held next
week for former Pomona resident
Garland “Gar” McGuire Byrum I,
known for his successful campaign in
the 1990s for inter-district transfers out
of the Pomona Unified School District,
who died this month of heart failure at
his home in Claremont. He was 71.

Byrum, who was known as a
prominent Southem California politi-
cal activist, author and historian, was a
resident of Phillips Ranch from 1980
through 2004 when he “downsized”
and moved to Claremont, according to
his daughter, Siobhan Pycroft.

His success at achieving inter-district
transfers enabled Pycroft — and many
other Pomona students — to attend Troy
High School, a magnet school, in Ful-
lerton.

In the midst of his “transfer” cam-
paign, he ran for a seat on the Pomona
Unified School District Board but was

unsuccessful.

The Claremont High School gradu-
ate eamned a BA degree from California
Western University, a master’s degree
in history from USC and a law degree
from the University of West Los An-
geles.

He worked on the Robert Ken-
nedy presidential campaign, became
an insurance broker in 1974 and, later
in life, focused his insurance efforts
on helping seniors with Medicare and
long-term care.

He was co-founder and executive
board member of The American In-

stitute for Progressive Democracy and
Past President of the Democratic Club
of Claremont, among other positions.

Byrum served as a board member of
the Los Angeles County Democratic
Central Committee from 2004 to 2008.

Services will be held at4 p.m. Satur-
day, Nov. 4, at Todd Memorial Chapel
in Claremont. A reception will follow
at Napier Common Room, 660 Avery
Road, Pilgrim Place, Claremont.

Byrum is survived by his son, Sean
Byrum, daughter Siobhan Pycroft,
son-in-law Richard Pycroft and sister
Maralou Gray.
